Gay Civil Marriage Activists to make a plea for marriage equality at annual pageant

Alternative Miss Ireland Pageant, Olympia Theatre, Dame Street, March 16 2008
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Gay civil marriage activists Noise will be bringing their campaign for marriage equality to the gaudy glitz and glamour that is Alternative Miss Ireland (AMI), an annual pageant that raises funds for HIV/Aids Organisations in Ireland. 

Noise Organiser, Lisa Connell, alias ‘Donegal Catch’, will be performing at the event, but unlike most of the other performances, hers will have a political edge. The only female performer at the event this year, she will be delivering a plea for gay civil marriage equality to an audience of over 3,000 people.

Lisa said that “I have a background in theatre and performance, and thought that AMI would be an excellent place to deliver Noise’s message that gay people in Ireland are still discriminated against by Irish law. 

‘Donegal Catch’ is looking for love, but under Irish law, lesbians and gay men cannot marry, no matter how many years they have spent together in loving relationships. 

Only civil marriage will grant equality, and half-baked measures like the proposed Civil Partnership Bill will still leave gay couples without many of the rights and protections enjoyed by their straight counterparts, as well as the respect and status granted by marriage.”
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
